WhrIe trees provrde shade for our homes and keep energy costs down, sometimes therr shade makes growrng grass drffrcult
If the space under your trees is a muddy mess, here are three ways you can spruce up the space:

1. MULCH - simple, inexpensive and eco-friendly. Organic choices like bark or shredded wood provide a tidier
appearance to your landscape, retain moisture and decompose to release essential nutrients. Inorganic mulches
block weed growth and help retain moisture, but don't decompose to enrich the soil with helpful nutrients.

2. GROUNDCOVERS - Liriope (Liriope muscari) and Mondo grass (Ophiopogon japonicus) are perfect turf
alternatives requiring no mowing. For more color, consider Horseherb (Calyptocarpus vialis), a drought-tolerant
native with tiny yellow blossoms; or Frog Fruit (Phyla nodiflora), a Texas-tough trailing perennial.

3. SHADE GARDENS - The shade, which stalls turf growth, provides the perfect lighting for a shade garden.
Cast Iron plants (Aspidistra elatior), Yellow Columbines (Aquilegia chrysanthana) and Dwarf Mexican Petunia
(Ruellia brittoniana ‘Katies Dwarf") enjoy the shady conditions under a mature tree while withstanding hot, dry
Texas summers. For attractive foliage and seasonal color, try taller options like an American Beautyberry shrub
(Callicarpa americana) or Oakleaf Hydrangea (Hydrangea quercifolia).

* Your curbside single-stream recycling cart is for paper,
cardboard, chipboard, and single-use containers made
of plastic (#1-7), metal and glass. Learn what goes in
the recycling cart at plano.gov/recyclables.

¢ Clothing and other durable goods should be donated
to reuse stores or locally owned thrift stores.

+ Old electronics, small appliances, cords and cables
can be taken to an electronics recycling event:
plano.gov/electronics.

+ Earth911 is a great resource for those other hard-to-
recycle items which don't belong in your recycling cart:
earth911.com.

Your trash cart should be the last resort. If an item is still in
decent shape, see if someone else in the community can
use it by contacting a charitable organization and making
a donation.

Plastic Bags & Plastic Film

Plastic bags, wraps and other plastic films can't go in your
recycling cart because they jam sorting machinery at the
recycling facility. However, if they're clean and dry, they can be
recycled at local drop-off locations.

This includes grocery bags, produce bags, zipper storage bags,
shrink wrap and the plastic-wrap packaging for paper towels.

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Yard Trimmings €ollections & Spring Storms

Help us help you! The City of Plano’s Environmental Waste
Services (EWS) division provides weekly residential Yard
Trimmings Collection. During the Spring/Summer or following
a severe storm, an increase in yard and landscaping materials
creates extra-large piles and may require more than one week
to collect.

Place your weekly yard trimming materials out by 7 a.m. in
manageable piles* at your regular collection point on your trash
collection day. Use hiodegradable brown Kraft paper bags

to collect all freshly cut grass, fallen leaves and small shrub
trimmings. Make sure bagged material is clean - PLEASE, no
plastics, metals, glass, concrete, rock, dirt or other non-
compostable items.

Landscape contractors must follow the same residential
collection guidelines when servicing your home. If your
contractor doesn't follow these guidelines, then you or your
contractor may be required to comply with the guidelines to
facilitate a staff collection. Additional charges may be required
for collecting unmanageable piles**.

* Manageable piles:

Stack branches in the
same direction

No higher or deeper
than 4’

No longer than 6’

Un-manageable pile branches longer than 6’
Stacked larger than 6’x4’x4’ guidelines
Facing multiple directions
Stumps included with branches
Weighs more _gha 0 pounds

Following a storm, EWS determines the severity of the

storm based on the size of the impacted area and volume

of debris to be collected. Isolated wind or storm damage in
small areas is addressed through weekly Yard Trimmings
Collections placed at your normal collection point. In the event
of a severe storm, please observe yard trimming guidelines.
Collection updates and service exceptions are posted at:
planoenvironmentalwaste.com.

Larger trunk pieces and/or
stumps in separate pile and
less than 50 pounds

If material is placed in an area outside of the regular assigned
collection point, please contact EWS Customer Service at
(972)769-4150 to schedule a special paid collection. Additional
charges apply and the charges are billed to your City of Plano
utility bill.

Do-it-yourself residential yard trimmings disposal is available
to Plano residential EWS customers up to twice each month at
the Texas Pure Custer Road grind site located at 9901 Custer
Rd. (Ridgeview, south of 121), Plano. To verify your address,
bring a current City of Plano utility bill and driver’s license.

Yard Trimming Tips:
* Place grass clippings and leaves in brown
Kraft paper bags, not plastic bags.

* Don't use tape, twine or nylon cord to tie
bags closed.

* Don’t stack your tree trimmings in
un-manageable piles.

* Place your yard trimmings at the designated
collection point for trash.

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Ensure the highest level of service by having your residence
properly identified. City of Plano Ordinance 8-17 requires
address numbers placed on all structures in locations plainly
visible from both the street and rear alley (where applicable).
Numerals must be a minimum of three inches in height, and
the color needs to contrast with the background.

Having your residence property identified assists
Environmental Waste Services collection crews when
responding to service requests, special collection requests
and when identifying damaged carts. Proper address
labeling is also a requirement to participate in the Recycle
Right Plano All Stars program.
