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HISTORY OF THE GARDEN 

The Plano Community Garden began as the vision of a JLP 
member and a City of Plano employee who had visited the 
Coppell Community Garden and wanted to bring this asset 
to Plano.  This vision underwent extensive research and  
development before being approved.  The land was donated 
by the North Texas Municipal Water District (NTMWD) 
and actual construction began in June 2005. 

The garden is 100% organic, designed to be self-sustaining 
and environmentally friendly. 

As of today, we are 36 beds strong and look forward to  
future growth. 

The garden is a cohesive effort from everyone in the 
community and its success comes from “hands on” 
involvement.
